A meeting of the Civil Service Commission of the City of La Vista, Nebraska was convened at 4:00 p.m. on June 12, 2025.  Present were Chairperson Hewitt, Vice-Chairperson Roarty, Commissioners Sewell, Bohn and Frey. Also, in attendance were Civil Service Secretary Carl, Interim City Administrator Ramirez, Deputy City Clerk Anderson, Human Resources Director Lowery, Chief of Police Schofield, and City Attorney McKeon.

Notice was simultaneously given to the Chairperson and all members of the Civil Service Commission and a copy of the acknowledgement of the receipt of notice was attached to the minutes.  Availability of the agenda was communicated to the Civil Service Commission members in advance notice of the meeting.  All proceedings shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.  Further, all subjects included in said proceedings were contained in the agenda for said meeting which is kept continuously current and available for public inspection within 10 days after said meeting and prior to the next convened meeting of said body.
